1. How did the French differ from the Spanish in their colonization attempts?

- Purpose (furs) – reciprocate in trade

-hunters (small)

-relations with Native Americans (good)

-New France, Quebec – (Champlain & Nicolet stories)

- Battle of Lake Champlain where Champlain and French killed 50 Mohawks.  Ended period of casual relations between Native Americans and settlers.

- French allied with Algonquin and Hurons

-English with Iroquois and Mohawk

2. Raid Spanish fleets and ports


“sea dogs”  Francis Drake

3. What factors allowed England to proceed with colonization despite the threat of attack 

from Spain?

1. Defeat of the Spanish Armada

2. James (cousin of Elizabeth Catholic from Scotland signed a peace treaty with Spain

3. Spain more concerned with the Dutch who had recently won independence from Spain 

4. What role did joint stock companies play in English settlement of the New World?  

What factors allowed Jamestown to become the first successful, permanent 

English colony?

-Colonization attempts needed to be self-funded

- joint stock companies sold stock to investors to raise money to support colony

-colony needed to be profitable to give return on investment to stock holders

John Smith “he who doesn’t work work shall not act”

John Rolfe married Pocahontas (brought peace), planted tobacco

-Headright System 50 acre for each person

- Headright system and indentured servants provided labor


**What failed colonization attempts did the English make prior to Jamestown?

-One in Newfoundland

-Roanoke (charter by Sir Walter Raleigh)

*What did English learn from Roanoke?


-Even a huge well-financed venture could fail


-Native Americans wouldn’t automatically submit and support them

5. What problems did the Virginia colony face by 1622?

-Local officials systematically (Virginia Company in deep debt) defunded the stockholders by embezzling funds, over drafting for supplies and using company laborers to work their tobacco fields

-Colony’s population suffered from a high death rate (malnutrition, salt poisoning, typhoid, dysentery

-relations with Powhatans worsened

-after large shipment of more settlers a second Powhatan War was fought (and won) 
6. What was the lasting importance of the Plymouth colony?

They set up an outpost for puritans dissenting from the church of England

-Mayflower Compact - They proved that a self-governing society of mostly farmer families could exist in New England

- Wampanoag’s forced to accept English rule - They foreshadowed the aggressive methods that later generations of European American would use to gain mastery over Indians

7. Describe Dutch efforts at colonizing the New World.


-Mostly Calvinist (protestant) settlers


-Henry Hudson – sailed Hudson River, traded with native Americans, claimed land for Netherlands


-New Netherlands colony originated near present-day Albany


-Bought Manhattan island – named it New Amsterdam


-Depended on fur trade


-Mohawks were customers, trade and war allies
